The Atlanta Jewelry Show provides guard service for the entire designated exhibit area starting at show move-in
until show move-out. This does not allow manufacturers and designers the ability to leave product in their
designated salon outside of published show hours.

To request an escort, you must call 478 220 1670 to arrange this service—there are no exceptions.
Please do not rely on asking security officers in your area directly, as all escort requests must go through
the provided phone number.

If you require a private guard to be assigned exclusively to your exhibit salon,
advance arrangements must be made. Please submit this form with your full request no later
than July 22nd, 2026 to ensure we can provide the requested coverage.

All guards are fully bonded and may either be armed or unarmed per your request.

VAULTING PROCEDURES

VAULTING

A vault area is provided for storage of merchandise from one day prior to Show opening until the morning
following the close of the Show. The vault is manned by carefully selected armed personnel. While all
merchandise is carefully handled, it is essential that you make certain the locks on all pieces checked into the
vault are closed and secure.

The hours of the vault (subject to change) are detailed in this section. Your photo I.D./ badge must be displayed
above the waist when storing and withdrawing your merchandise at the vault. Merchandise will not be accepted
at or relinquished from the vault without a photo 1.D./ badge.

THE VAULTS ARE ACCESSIBLE ONLY DURING THE HOURS SPECIFIED BELOW.

Your merchandise must be stored in locked sample cases, telescopes or suitcases to be accepted at the vault area.
Cardboard cartons or other means of packaging will not be accepted at the vault. Please be sure to get to the vault
in sufficient time to meet opening schedules.

VAULTING PROCEDURES

1.  When checking-in merchandise at the vault, you will be handed a redemption check that
will allow you to pick-up your merchandise.

2. In the morning, proceed to the vault with your redemption check and photo I.D./ badge to
withdraw your merchandise.

During check-in you will be issued our numbered vault claim check. One part is attached to your bag/case, another is kept by your
security team for verification, and the last third is the redemption portion that is handed to you for receipt of your merchandise. You
must have the redemption check in order to pick-up your merchandise.
